Clinical Skills for Sixth Form 

Selected Year 13 Health and Social Care students have been out 

and about at Coventry University taking part in Clinical Skills lab 

lectures. During their visits they got to learn a variety of medical 

skills and study alongside first year nursing students. On one of the 

sessions the students learnt how to take blood pressure using a 

cuff and stethoscope along with how to accurately measure other 

vital signs.  

Farhat, one student who was lucky enough to be selected to go on 

the visits, said “It was an excellent experience, and it gave me a 

taster into higher education, I really enjoyed the lecture, and I am 

pleased I was able to take part.”
