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PE UNIFORM
Health & Safety rules for PE:

* Long hair to be tied back

* NO jewellery

* All valuables to be handed in before the lesson and locked away in the PE office. The school
does not accept responsibility for valuables not given in

* No jumpers or blazers to be worn in PE lessons

* A change of socks is required for PE lessons

Important Notes: If your child does not have the necessary kit, they may borrow spare clean kit to
allow them to take an active part in the lesson.
